Time your training sessions accordingly with the mercury to avoid dropping and losing a
dog. Sometimes we don't consider the cumulative distances our dogs have run on
multiple marks and blinds which can have tragic results. Please err on the side of caution.
Form a small local training group with fellow club members if possible. It's really
convenient this way and can be a lot of fun. This also gets your dog accustomed to being
around other dogs and people which will pay huge dividends at your next hunt test. If you

Dog opics
Heatstroke (Hyperthermia)
Heatstroke occurs when normal body mechanisms cannot keep the body’s temperature in
a safe range. Animals do not have efficient cooling systems (like humans who sweat) and
get overheated easily. A dog with moderate heatstroke (body temperature from 104 to
106 degrees F) can recover within an hour if given prompt first aid and veterinary care

(normal body temperature is 100-102.5 degrees F). Severe heatstroke (body temperature
over 106 degrees F) can be deadly and immediate veterinary assistance is needed.

A dog suffering from heatstroke will display several signs:
X Rapid panting

Bright red tongue

Red or pale gums

Thick, sticky saliva

Depression

Weakness

Dizziness

Vomiting — sometimes with blood

Diarrhea

Shock

Coma

What you should do:

Remove the dog from the hot area immediately. Lower his temperature by wetting him
thoroughly with cool water. Electrolytes can be given along with cool water.

TAKE HIM TO YOUR VET AS SOON AS POSSIBLE !

How to prevent heatstroke:

X Work only in the early mornings or late evenings; keeping training sessions short.

X Provide access to water for you and your dog at all times.

X Wetting down your dog with cool water or allowing him to swim can help
maintain a normal body temperature; just remember that the water temperature of
the pond will be hotter in the evening than in the morning.

X Keep you and your dog in a cool, shaded area if at all possible.

X Make sure outside dogs have access to shade.

W Lab Fact: Dogs lower their body temperature by
panting, which allows water to evaporate from
the mouth, tongue, and lungs and exchanges



warm air in the body for cooler air from the
environment.

Duck breast with chipotle sauce

Sauce:

2 % cups orange juice

Y, cup lime juice

2 tbsp maple syrup

1 tbsp finely chopped chipotle chillies

1 cinnamon stick

2 whole cloves

1 tsp salt

Duck:

6 80z duck breast halves with skin

1 Y teaspoons salt

% teaspoon black pepper

Place sauce ingredients in a heavy saucepan and boil over
medium-high heat. Skim foam occasionally and reduce to a
syrup.

Add 1 cup water to a broiler pan base and replace rack. Preheat
broiler with pan 5-6” from heat

Pat duck breast dry and score skin at 1” intervals. Sprinkle with
salt and pepper and broil 5-8 minutes, skin side down. Turn
over, insert thermometer and broil until temperature reads 170
degrees F (75 degrees C). Remove and let stand 5 minutes. Add
any excess juices to sauce and simmer until slightly thickened, 1
to 2 minutes. Cut each duck breast diagonally into thin slices
and serve with sauce.
