Holiday Hazards
The holidays are special times during the year when families and friends come together in
celebration. Unfortunately, many pet owners fail to recognize the potential dangers these
special occasions pose. Be careful with your pets this holiday season and be truly

thankful for them by keeping them healthy! Below are some basic Thanksgiving items
that could potentially cause serious harm to your pet.

Bones —Make sure your pet has no access to any food left on the counters or tables when
no one is around. Turkey, chicken, geese and other bird bones are dangerous to your pet.
These small bones are hollow and break and splinter easily and can cause serious internal
damage if swallowed, so NEVER give them to your pet. Even the best behaved, well
trained pets may be tempted with turkey bones or the string that tied the turkey legs
together. A pet that has a bone or fragment of one lodged in his intestine may not even
show symptoms for a few days. When they do occur they may include loss of appetite,
depression, vomiting, or diarrhea. Sometimes the bone will pass by itself, other times it
may need to be surgically removed.

Hot Containers — Your dog will most likely become curious when they smell something
cooking. Keep an eye on hot containers so that your pet does not tip them over, causing
severe burns.
