CALLING ALL DUCK HUNTERS

We had a great early teal season on the Lissie Prairie! During the 16 day season we took almost 300 birds
on our lease. | hunted eight times and shot 8 limits. Angel-dog retrieved 69 teal in 8 trips. This is an
awesome lease with four DU ponds holding about 150 acres of 8" - 20" deep flooded pasture grasses.

We will be offering a few guided (by me) morning duck & goose hunts this season for $125 per gun (three
hunters max). Hunting is from the cover along levees, two above ground blinds, or pit blinds sunk in
strategic locations in the ponds.Of course, you're welcome to bring your own dog! Interested parties can
